FEATURED PROJECT:    URBAN LOFT — WATERLOO, IOWA 

WDN Architecture converted 2,500 square feet of empty warehouse space into a new two story residential loft.  While 

common in larger cities, this highly detailed contemporary living space is a new concept for the industrial town of Waterloo,  

Iowa.  In order to bring natural light into the deep interior portions of the building, WDN Architecture provided a large 64 

square foot skylight over the custom steel staircase. This allows light to filter to the first floor family room, and provides natural 

light through a translucent wall into the master bedroom. The effect is an energy saving, modern, two story space naturally lit 

deep into the building.  

Sustainable features of the project include efficient radiant floor heat and careful selection of eco-friendly materials and finishes. 

While these features are important, WDN Architecture believes that the greenest building is one that is already built. It is our 

hope that projects like these will encourage smaller communities to consider alternative approaches to reuse and revitalization 

of their existing building stock. 
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Renovation and expansion of a single-

family home in Oak Park. The existing 

basement was dug out two feet in 

order to increase headroom. A new 

entertainment room with bar occupies 

the space. The unfinished attic was 

converted to living space. 

 

The Bottom Lounge: Conversion of 

18,000 square feet of near west 

Chicago warehouse space into a two 

story dining, drinking and 

entertainment venue. The building 

includes two stages, three bars and a 

roof deck with sweeping views of 

Chicago's skyline.  

WDN is designing a new 5,000 square 

foot home in Oak Park. This entirely 

new structure will utilize green 

technologies throughout its 3 stories 

of living space.
